




The Suffering Servant

Isaiah 50:6  I let them beat my back and pull out my beard. I didn't turn aside or hide from shame when they insulted me and spit in my face. 

Isaiah 50:7  But the sovereign LORD God helps me from being disgraced. So I refuse to give up, determined to do His will, I will triumph because I know God will never let me down. 

Isaiah 50:8  My protector of justice is very near and no enemy can accuse me of wrong doing. 

Isaiah 50:9  The sovereign LORD God will help me and prove I am innocent. My accusers will be destroyed and worn out like moth-eaten clothes. 

Isaiah 50:10  None of you fear and respect the LORD or obey his servant. You walk in darkness instead of light; you don't trust in or rely upon the name of the LORD your God. 

Isaiah 52:13  The LORD says: My servant will succeed! He will be given great praise and highest honors. 

Isaiah 52:14  Many were horrified at the sight of him, beaten and bloodied. He suffered until he no longer looked human. 

Isaiah 52:15  My servant will again shock many nations. Kings will be silent as they bow in wonder. They will see and think about things they have never known about before. 

Isaiah 53:1  Has anyone believed us or seen the mighty saving power of the LORD?
Isaiah 53:2  The servant, like a young rooted plant that sprouts up in dry ground, grew up obedient in the LORD’s presence. He wasn't a handsome king. There was nothing about the way he looked made him attractive to us. 

Isaiah 53:3  He was hated and rejected. His life was filled with sorrow, terrible suffering, and bitter grief.  No one passing by would even look at him. We despised him, did not care for him, and said, "He is a nobody!" 

Isaiah 53:4 He suffered for our weaknesses, and endured great pain for us. And we thought his suffering was punishment from God for his own sins. 

Isaiah 53:5  He was wounded and crushed for our sins; he was beaten for our punishment so we would find peace, he was whipped to make us completely well. 

Isaiah 53:6  All of us are like sheep that have wandered off to our own ways. And the LORD gave him the punishment of our guilt and the sins that we deserved. 

Isaiah 53:7  He was painfully abused without complaint. He was silent like a lamb led to the butcher, as quiet as a sheep having its wool cut off. 

Isaiah 53:8  He was condemned to death without a fair trial. Who could have imagined what would happen to him? His life was taken away because of the sinful things my people had done. 

Isaiah 53:9  He wasn't dishonest or violent though he was buried in a tomb for cruel and rich people. 

Isaiah 53:10  The LORD was pleased his servant would suffer as a sacrifice to take away sin and the guilt of others. Now the servant will live to see his own descendants. The LORD is pleased to let him prosper.
Isaiah 53:11  By suffering, the servant will learn the true meaning of obeying the LORD. Through his intelligence, he will take punishment for the sins of others, so that many of them will no longer be guilty. 

Isaiah 53:12  The LORD will reward him with honor and power for sacrificing his life. Others thought he was a sinner, but he suffered for our sins and asked God to forgive us. 

Isaiah 56:1  The LORD said: Be honest and fair! Soon I will come to save you and my saving power will be seen everywhere upon earth. 

Isaiah 56:6  Foreigners will follow me, love me and even worship me in my name; they will respect the Sabbath and keep our agreement.
